Because those who eat and drink our Lord's body and blood unworthily do so to their 

harm, and because Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed 

at this altar, any who are not baptized, instructed about communion in an LCMS 

congregation, or are in doubt and yet desire to receive Holy Communion, are asked 

to first speak with the Pastor or elder. 

Those not communing are still invited to come forward for a blessing from Pastor, 

and you may indicate this by crossing your arms over your chest. 

Grape juice is offered in the center of the trays. Gluten-free wafers are available.
